Obituaries should be e-mailed to obits@jcnews.com or 
faxed to (478) 986-1935.

DEADLINE: Obituaries should be submitted by Monday at 5:00 p.m. prior to the following Thursday’s publication.  Some 
holidays will require Friday deadlines.

PRICING: Obituaries under 75 words in length are free.  Obituaries between 75 and 300 words are $25.  Additional words are 10¢ 
each.  Photos may be included for $15.  See photos section for information on submitting pictures.
